» Check that all cable glands and cables are intact and tight. Check that the glass or plastic lens is intact,
and replace it if broken or damaged.

* The internal components such as the ballast, driver, washers and screws must not show clear signs of
oxidation or rust. Clear traces of rust and oxidation will indicate the presence of water inside the device.

* In the case of damage, the components must be replaced by original components or spare parts.
